Overview of Intercessory Prayer 
In Jewish tradition, intercessory prayers were deeply rooted in the needs of the moment. 
Healing the sick, protection from harm, and blessings for the community were common 
themes. There was a strong focus on the communal well-being—praying for rain, good 
harvests, peace. These prayers were very much about the present and immediate future.

•   He placed the stars in the sky—stars so numerous we can’t count them. Yet, He counts 
every single tear you cry, showing His intimate care for you. 

•   Though He overcame the world, He still cares deeply about what’s happening in your 
world, in your life, right now.
